Bowland Revealed is a partnership project between 
Lancash're County Council Arts Development, the Forest 
of Bowland Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty (AONB) 
and Ribble Valley Borough Council and is supported by 
Arts Council England. The LANDMARK commissions are 
managed by Mid Pennine Arts. The project has been 
awarded £62,000 from Arts Council England through its 
Grants for the Arts programme. Additional funding has bee1 

provided by the partner organisations. 
The Forest of Bowlard Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty 
was designated in 1964 and is one of 46 AONB's in Britain. 
AONBs are designated in recognition of their national 
importance and to ensure that their character and qualities 
are protected for all to enjoy.

MPA is a creative arts charity, established 
in Lancashire since 1 966 to bring art, 

people and places together to transform 
perceptions and change lives. MPA 
operates as a commissioning agency, 
working through collaborations to produce 
high quality creative work.

heritage assets (Padiham Greenway, 
Portraits of the Past) and creative learning 
projects exploring identity and place. 

Around 13% of the Forest of Bowland AONB is designated 
as a Site of Special Scientific Interest and a major part of 
the AONB's fells is designated as a Special Protection Area 
underlhe European Birds Directive. The management of 
the AONB is guided by the Forest of Bowland Partnership. 
Lancast,ire County Council acts as the lead authority 
alongside county, district. parish, land owning and farming 
community representatives and environmental and 
recreational partners.
